Force Majeure and Governmental Regulation
In view of the fact that the Houston Livestock Show and Rodeo ( i T h e & la now prgfit corporation depending to a great degree
upon the contributions and services of a substantial number of donors and volunteers, as well as the benefits provided by the Houston
Livestock Show and Rodeo to the general public through education and related services as set forth in the Preamble to these General
Rules and Regulations, the Houston Livestock Show and Rodeo deems it appropriate and prudent to be excused from liability, as set
forth below in this paragraph, in the event of early cancellation of its events, operations and activities by reason of force majeure and/or
governmental regulation. Accordingly, the following shall apply to the operations and activities conducted by the Houston Livestock
Show and Rodeo:

Force Majeure
The Houston Livestock Show and Rodeo shall not be liable for any delay or failure to perform its operations, activities, shows and
events to the extent such delay or failure results from a force majeure occurrence. A force majeure occurrence is defined as any
occurrence arising from causes beyond the reasonable control of the Houston Livestock Show and Rodeo and which delays or prevents
performance by the Houston Livestock Show and Rodeo otherwise required by this Agreement, including but not limited to any (i)
breakage or accident to equipment, machinery or facilities; (ii) any strikes, lock-outs or other labor difficulties ; (iii) statutes, ordinances,
regulations, orders or rules issued by governmental authorities; (iv) judicial decrees or orders; (v) acts of God; (vi) animal diseases
and/or quarantines; (vii) wars, riots or insurrections; (viii) civil disobediences, public demonstrations or sabotage; (ix) fires, floods,
explosions or inclement weather; (x) inability to obtain necessary labor, materials, supplies, utilities or transportation; (xi) depressions,
recessions or other economic downturns; (xii) embargoes or energy shortages; or (xiii) other causes beyond the Houston Livestock
Show and Rodeob6s reasonable control

Governmental Regulation
The Houston Livestock Show and Rodeo shall not be liable for any delay or failure to perform its operations, activities, shows and
events to the extent such delay or failure results from Tlhable Hou :
governmental statutes, ordinances, regulations, orders, rules or other directives, including but not limited to compliance with
governmental directives concerning public health and safety, animal disease prevention, detection and response, including animal
quarantine and/or destruction; and protection of the environment.

Homeland Security System Warning Statement
Evacuation of Livestock/Equine: During such times as deemed necessary by local, state or federal authorities, the Houston Livestock
Show and Rodeo, and/or its officials may, temporarily or permanently evacuate Reliant Park under the authority of the Homeland

By making entry into the Show you authorize the Houston Livestock Show and Rodeo and its officials to detain your livestock/equine on
these premises. Furthermore, you agree to hold harmless and without liability the Houston Livestock Show and Rodeo, its officials,
directors, officers , volunteers and staff for those animals under the reasonable care of the Show.

Administration of Rules and Regulations
The Houston Livestock Show and Rodeo reserves to its Executive Committee the final and absolute right to interpret these rules and
regulations and to arbitrarily settle and determine all matters, questions and differences in regard thereto, or otherwise arising out of or
connected with or incident to the Show, and the right to amend or add to these rules as its judgment may determine. An exhibitor who
violates any of the following rules will forfeit all privileges and premiums.

Special rules or conditions are published in each department where necessary; if there is a conflict between the special rules of any
department and the general rules and regulations, the special rules will govern. If any of the rules, or any provision of any single rule, is
later held to be legally invalid or otherwise unenforceable, all other rules, and all other provisions and terms of any rule containing a
provision or term later held to be legally invalid or unenforceable, shall remain in full force and effect.

Disclaimer of Warranties
The Houston Livestock Show and Rodeo expressly disclaims any express or implied warranties (including merchantability), whether the
goods or services are provided by the Houston Livestock Show and Rodeo or by others (such as drug testing). The Houston Livestock
Show and Rodeo does NOT provide security or guard services.
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Definitions Pertaining to Rules and Regulations
Breeder: The breeder of an animal is the owner of the dam at the time of service. Prior to the close of entries, when a breeder disposes
of his herd to a corporation wherein he is a stockholder or manager, such animals may be exhibited as bred by said corporation.

Grade: Grade is defined to mean an animal having one purebred parent and showing predominantly the characteristic of the breed of
that parent.

Livestock Show and Rodeo. If the exhibitor does not sign this statement (attached to the entry application), his/her application for
entry will not be accepted.

2. Eligible to Enter:

a. Invitational Show: The HLSR is an invitational Livestock Show. HLSR reserves the right to extend, withhold, or revoke an
invitation to any Exhibitor or Contestant.

b. Special Rules: To be eligible to enter, exhibitors and their livestock must meet the special requirements of the animal or
breed of animal to be exhibited. These requirements are listed in the Special Rules section in the Open Show division or Junior
Show division of this handbook.

c. Certificates of Registry: Animals in the breeding classes must be recorded in the recognized books of record for their
respective breeds. Exhibitors must produce original certificates of registry at the request of the Superintendent in charge.
Tattoos, ear tags or other identification marks must match registration certificates.

d. Possession of Livestock: Animals, whether entered singular or in groups, must be the legal property of the exhibitor.
Breeding livestock or poultry entries, except where otherwise specified, must be entered in the name of the owner or exhibitor
must have permission of owner to enter and/or exhibit animals. Animals exhibited by colleges of agriculture must be bred by
the college making the exhibit or be owned by, and in the possession of, the college for six months prior to the Show. Such
stock must have been fitted and prepared for the Show wholly by a regular employee or student of the college.

e. Firms and Partnerships: Firms and partnerships entering animals for competition must exist when entry applications are
submitted. Firm and partnership arrangements must be bona fide. Partnerships are not allowed in the Junior Breeding Beef
Heifer Show and Junior Breeding Sheep Show.

3. Ineligible to Enter:
a. Disqualified Exhibitors: The Show, cooperating with the North American Livestock Show and Rodeo Managers Association
and using the Rule Infraction Database, reserves the right to refuse entry of any exhibitor. An exhibitor found in violation of any
Show rules is subject to have his/her name and the result of the rule violation submitted to the Rule Infraction Database
administered by the North American Livestock Show and Rodeo Managers Association.

b. Diseased Animals: Diseased animals cannot enter the Livestock Show area or grounds. Superintendents will refuse
unloading privileges to animals showing signs and symptoms of disease.
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c. Barren Animals: Barren animals are not eligible for breeding classes. An affidavit verifying the animal is a breeder must be
furnished on request.

4. Entry Procedure:

a. Entry Submission: Entry applications must be submitted on current, official Houston Livestock Show entry applications and
must include all requested information. Incomplete entries will be returned to applicants. Complete entries, including signature
of the applicant/exhibitor, parent or guardian are to be filed in the Livestock Show office.

b. Group Classes: Entries for group classes also must be shown in their respective single classes. Exhibitors must indicate the
Breed and Group Class in which they expect to compete. Group Class entries must be made by the appropriate entry deadline
and must include the appropriate entry fees.

c. Entering Both Junior Show and Open Show: If the exhibitor chooses to show in both the Junior Show and the Open Show,
separate entry applications and fees are required. Only animals entered in the Junior Dairy Show, Junior Breeding Beef Heifer
Show and the Junior Breeding Sheep Show may also enter the Open Show.

d. Acceptance of Entry: Show Management reserves the right to reject, accept or accept conditionally an application for entry.
Entry does not guarantee space in the exhibition buildings. Entries received after all pens, stalls or coops have been reserved
will be returned to the exhibitor.

5. Erroneous Entries: At the discretion of Show Management, exhibits that have been erroneously entered may be transferred to

their proper classes prior to judging. Show Management will decide the disposition of each case of erroneous entry upon its merits.

6. Entry Deadline Dates: Entry deadlines are strictly enforced.

a. Junior Show: Entries must be submitted ONLINE before midnight, Dec. 1. Junior Show entries submitted after Dec. 1 and on or
before Dec. 15 will be accepted with a $250 late fee. Entries submitted on Dec. 16 until the end of check in for each individual
species will automatically be charged a $500 late fee per entry. Late entries are not guaranteed to be in pre-Show press releases.

Security Personnel: Exhibitors not cooperating with security personnel or Show officials in all matters of policy, including parking,
will have their entries canceled and will be ordered to remove their exhibit from the grounds immediately.

Removal of Animals: The Show can remove any exhibit, animal, booth or show they deem unsuitable or objectionable, without
furnishing reasons for the action. Fees already paid for space or stalls may be returned to the exhibitor at the discretion of Show
Management. The decision of Show Management is final and exhibitor or purchaser has no recourse .

Animal Welfare: It is the responsibility of all exhibitors to provide proper and humane care and treatment to animals. Show
Management reserves the right to disqualify and remove any exhibitor deemed to be in violation of this basic principle of animal

husbandry.

Animal/Exhibitor Disqualification: To foster fair competition, to provide a level playing field and to protect the safety of food, the
showing of unethically fitted livestock, livestock of any ineligible age for exhibition in the class entered, and/or animals being
administered unapproved drugs is strictly prohibited. Additionally, any animal that has been administered a drug that is FDA
approved for its species is subject to disqualification if that animal tests positive for that drug upon arrival at Reliant Park. All
animals must remain free and clear of all drug and chemical residues while on Show grounds.

a. Unethical Fitting: Unethical fitting means any attempt to alter the natural appearance, conformation, musculature or
weight of an animal by_any unnatural means. Animals showing_any signs of being unethically fitted will be disqualified.

c. Unapproved Drug Use: The showing of any animal that has been administered during its life any quantity of any unapproved

drug, chemical or medication is strictly prohibited. Such drugs include, but are not limited to, any diuretic, unapproved growth

stimulant or other unapproved medication. Unapproved means not approved by the Food and Drug Administration (FDA)
and/or the U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA) for slaughter animals including animals that may be destined for human

consumption.

d. Approved Drug Use: If an animal has been administered a drug that is FDA approved for its species, sufficient time must
have passed so that the animal does not test positive for that drug upon arrival at Reliant Park. Animals must remain free and
clear of all drug and chemical residues while on show grounds. Please note that elimination time (the time it takes for no drug
residue to be found in the system) is generally longer than the labeled withdrawal time for most approved drugs.

e. Animal Inspection: As condition for participation in the Show, exhibitor must agree to submit any animal entered by the
exhibitor for inspection. Exhibitor agrees to have such animal submitted to any tests requested by the Show. Exhibitor also
agrees that the opinion reached by the Show or its officials as to whether such animal is unethically fitted or over age shall be

final and binding without recourse against the Show or any of its officers. Further, the Show specifically reserves the right to

have tissue, blood or urine laboratory analysis made on any animal entered for competition. The conclusions reached by the
laboratory shall be final and binding without recourse against the Show or any of its officers. An exhibitor of an animal that is
found to be unethically fitted, over age, and/or testing positive for any drug or medication or unapproved chemical may forfeit
all rights and privileges to exhibit livestock in the future at the Show.

Unmanageable Animals: The Show may disqualify any animal deemed unmanageable.

Nonadherence to Rules: Any person found guilty of misrepresentation or not abiding by the Show rules will be disqualified
and denied the privilege of showing in the Houston Livestock Show and Rodeo.

Emergency Treatment: If an animal requires emergency treatment while on Show grounds, only a licensed veterinarian

will be allowed to administer any drug, chemical or feed additive. An exhibitor may choose a licensed veterinarian other than
the official Show veterinarian, but the official Show veterinarian MUST be notified in advance and he/she MUST be present.
Animals which are administered treatments with a withdrawal or extended elimination time period will be disqualified from
competition. Furthermore, The Official Show Veterinarian, in agreement with Show Management, reserve the right to treat any
animal if, in the opinion of the Official Show Veterinarian, it is in the best interest of the animal's health and well-being to be
treated. If the Official Show Veterinarian administers treatment to an animal, and therefore uses any medication that does not
meet the appropriate withdrawal and or elimination time, the animal will be determined ineligible for competition.

Treatment Cost: All treatment costs are the responsibility of the exhibitor.

Release Times: Exhibitors and their animals must remain at the Show until animals are released by Show Management. An
animal on exhibition may not be removed from the grounds prior to its release time without a special order given by the Agricultural
Exhibits Division. Release times are listed in the daily schedule. Any violation of this rule will cause forfeiture of all premiums
earned by exhibitor.

Exhibitor Badges: Each officially entered exhibitor will receive an exhibitor badge. Anyone abusing the use of or transferring
badges will forfeit the badge.

Exhibitor Conduct and Exhibit Area Rules

Care of Property: Owners and those in charge of property or livestock shall care for, guard, protect and preserve the same. The
Houston Livestock Show and Rodeo will not be held responsible for any loss or damage.

Aisles/Passageways: The aisles and passageways must be kept clear. No demonstrators, trophies, decorations, portals,
fountains, signs, banners, advertising matter or exhibits of any kind or character are allowed in the aisles or public passageways.
Nothing may be attached to the Showds building walls, posts or

Grounds Conduct: The use of bikes, trikes, skateboards, and any other wheeled mode of transportation is prohibited on the
showgrounds. Pedestrians always have the right of way.

Signs: Livestock exhibitors are permitted to display a sign over their exhibit to advertise their own herd. This sign shall be of a
reasonable size so as not to obstruct the view of ot h2x28 exhi
inches may be used to advertise individual animals within an individual exhibit.

Stall Cleanliness: All stalls, pens and exhibition places must be cleaned before 7 a.m. each day and refuse disposed of as
directed by the Show Management. For those exhibitors refusing to keep their stalls, pens and/or exhibits clean and neat, the
Management reserves the right to have animals removed from grounds or have said stalls or pens properly cleaned with the cost to
be charged to the exhibitor. Cleaning costs will be collected from the exhibitor before release is issued.

Equipment: Any equipment brought in to be used in the exhibit stall or space must comply with and be used in compliance with all
Federal, State, and Municipal Occupational Safety and Health Regulations. The Show will determine what equipment is allowed on
Show grounds.

Scales: The Show will provide scales for the use of junior market exhibitors. Exhibitors are allowed to bring portable scales into
the building if they are pad type scales with no sides and they are kept in the stall area. Any violation of this rule will cause
scales to be confiscated.

Fans: Freestanding fans are not allowed outside the feed aisle between the tie rails. Hanging fans can only be attached to the
tie rails.

d. Trim Chutes: Cattle trim chute permits are available for $20 each to Open Show exhibitors. Cattle trim chutes are not allowed
in main aisles. No trim chutes are allowed on grounds during Junior Show. Trim chutes are not provided. Trim chutes are
considered to be free standing or have any of the following components: head gate, floor or wheels. Show Management
reserves the right to determine what constitutes a trim chute.

Hay/Feed: Hay and feed may be purchased through the HLSR Feed Committee. Exhibitors who wish to bring their own hay, grain,
mi xtures or supplements wild.l be permitted to do so. Exhirlay t or
in the barn at any time. Paid feed bills must be presented at the time releases are requested.

Bedding: Livestock will be bedded on material provided by the Show unless otherwise stated in the rules of a particular
department. No straw is allowed (exception: dairy cattle & tie outs). Bedding must not be removed from stalls.

Livestock Display: Livestock must be in designated stall or pen between 9 a.m. and 8 p.m. each day of the Show.

Dogs: Dogs are not allowed on Show grounds. (Exception: those dogs aiding the handicapped persons, under contract with the
Houston Livestock Show and Rodeo, and dogs entered into the Sheepdog Trials.)

Nurse Cows: Nurse cows are not allowed on Show grounds.

Good Herdsman Awards: Rules, criteria and prizes for this competition are listed separately in this handbook.
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Houston Livestock Show E
Animal Health Regulations

Houston Livestock Show and Rodeo officials are allowed to impose animal health regulations that are more restrictive than those
imposed by the Texas Animal Health Commission (TAHC). Specific TAHC regulations will supersede the Show requirements if there is
a dispute between the two in which the Show rules are less restrictive than TAHC regulations.

The Show considers itself an interstate (accepting entries of livestock and poultry from within Texas and from other states) show for
livestock entries. Exhibitors with livestock originating outside the state of Texas are encouraged to contact their state Animal Health
officials to confirm specific requirements, if any, their state may impose on animals returning from a Texas show.

Routine Inspection Procedures
(What the Exhibitor Should Expect)

1. Representatives of the Show should meet the incoming livestock vehicle at the entry gate to the livestock staging area.

2. All documents are to be examined and a visual inspection of the shipment is to be made. Be certain that certificates of veterinary
inspection, EIA test information, permits, etc. are still valid. A visual exam of the animals is to be made to ensure that the animals
described on the documents are the same as those in the shipment.

3. If shipments meet all entry requirements, allow the driver to proceed without delay. Return the certificates and other documents to
the owner or driver.

4. Ifashipmentdoesnotmeet t he requirements, the driver should pull the tr
problems occur. If animals must be unloaded, they must remain in a separate pen (holding area) away from other livestock.
Individuals should be allowed to contact the Show Veterinarian or their own veterinarian to obtain the proper documents and/or
tests. Documentation must be in writing 7 no corrections will be allowed by phone. Fax documents are permissible.

5. Consult the Show veterinarian if animals do not appear to be in good health when inspections are made.

Definitions

Certificate of Veterinary Inspection: In the past, these were usually called fAheal't
accredited veterinarian inspected, tested, or immunized the animals in question as required by the TAHC. Cattle, sheep, goats, equine,
swine, poultry, exotic livestock and ratites coming into the state for an interstate show must be accompanied by a certificate.

Entry Permit: This permit is issued by the TAHC and is needed for certain classes of livestock, poultry, exotic livestock and ratites to
enter Texas. The permit is valid for 15 days. The Entry permit number must be recorded on the certificate of veterinary inspection!

Interstate Show: The TAHC considers shows, fairs or exhibitions to be interstate if they allow livestock and poultry from other states to
enter for exhibition and be held or exhibited in common facilities with Texas-origin livestock and poultry of the same species.

Intrastate Show: The TAHC considers show, fairs or exhibitions to be intrastate if they allow ONLY Texas animals, or if they require
Texas livestock and poultry of the same species to be housed and exhibited apart from livestock and poultry from out of state.
Permits and General Requirements

Cattle

1. Certificate of Veterinary Inspection current, within 30 (thirty) days.
2. All dairy breed cattle, including steers and spayed heifers, shall be officially identified.

Out-of-State Origin Cattle
1. Certificate of Veterinary Inspection current, within 30 (thirty) days.

Exemptions: A. Beef cattle from tuberculosis "Free" states.
B. Cattle from a tuberculosis free herd with a certificate of veterinary inspection stating the accreditation number
and the herd anniversary test date.
C. Suckling calves from a negative dam.
3. All dairy breed cattle, including steers and spayed heifers, shall be officially identified.
4. All bulls entering for show and sale purposes, which are more than (12) twelve months of age and capable of breeding must
have a negative Polymerase Chain Reaction (PCR) Trich test within 30 days.
5. All bulls entering for show purposes, only, which are more than (12) months of age may enter with an entry permit in lieu of the
Trich test.
6. Bulls permitted for entry into the State of Texas under the provisions of this subsection shall not be commingled with female
cattle or used for breeding. Bulls that stay in the state more than sixty (60) days must be tested negative for trichomoniasis with
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an official Polymerase Chain Reaction (PCR) test.

Junior Market Steers
1. Certificate of Veterinary Inspection is not required.

Junior Commercial Steers
1. Certificate of Veterinary Inspection is not required.

Junior Breeding Beef/Scramble Heifers
1. Certificate of Veterinary Inspection is required.

Goats

Texas Origin Goats & Out-of-State Origin Goats

1. Certificate of Veterinary Inspection current within 30 (thirty) days (excluding Youth Market Goats).

2. Sexually intact animals must have official USDA Scrapie Eradication Program Identification.

3. Registered animals mayusear egi stration tattoo or electronic identification
long as registration papers accompany the animal with the Scrapie Premise ID number.

Youth Market Goats
1. Certificate of Veterinary Inspection not required.

DOGS

DOGS ARE NOT ALLOWED ON THE SHOW GROUNDS because of safety and public health regulations. This rule will be strictly
enforced and applies to exhibitors and their employees, as well as Show visitors. This rule does not apply to official dog entries in a
sanctioned Houston Livestock Show and Rodeo competitive or entertainment event or to guide dogs for those with sight impairment. A
Certificate of Veterinary Inspection current within 30 days is required to accompany all dogs eligible to enter Reliant Park. Certificate
must state that the dog has had a rabies vaccination within one year.

POULTRY

Texas Origin Poultry (Does not include Youth Market Poultry)

1. Certificate of Veterinary Inspection current, within 30 (thirty) days.

2. Negative pullorum-typhoid test within 30 (thirty) days or from flocks that meet either the Texas Pullorum-Typhoid Program or the
National Poultry Improvement Plan (NPIP).

3. Domestic poultry must originate from a flock that is certified as Avian Influenza clean or from an Avian Influenza negative
flock or tested according to TAHC requirements within 30 days of entry.

4. Certification on Certificate of Veterinary Inspection that Laryngotracheitis has not been active in the area of origin in the past 30
days.

5. Vaccination must be with vaccines approved by USDA and TAHC. (Contact TAHC for a list of approved vaccines.) NOTE: No
modified live virus chick embryo origin Laryngotracheitis (LT) vaccine and no modified live virus mycoplasma gallisepticum (MG)
attenuated vaccine may be used on poultry entering the state.

Out-of-State Origin Poultry

1. Must meet the same requirements as Texas Origin Poultry.

2. Prior entry permit issued by TAHC within 15 (fifteen) days.

Youth Market Poultry

1. Certificate of Veterinary Inspection not required.

2. Must originate from a Texas NPIP Hatchery.

3. Broilers must originate from: Tyson Hatchery, 4186 FM 794, Gonzales, Texas 78269.

4. Turkeys must originate from: Gentry Hatchery, 750 West Third, Springdale, Arizona 72765.
SHEEP

Texas Origin Sheep

1. Certificate of Veterinary Inspection issued within 30 (thirty) days (excluding Youth Market Lambs).

2. Sexually intact animals must have official USDA Scrapie Eradication Program Identification.

Out-of-State Origin Sheep

1. Must meet the same requirements as for Texas Origin Sheep.

2. Negative ELISA brucella ovis test within 30 (thirty) days for all breeding rams 6 months of age or older. Each ram shall be
individually identified with an individual ear tag or registration tattoo. This number, along with the test results and name of the
approved laboratory and date of test, shall be entered on the certificate of veterinary inspection. Exemption for rams from a certified
brucella ovis-free flock and Texas origin rams; certified flock number must be recorded on the Certificate of Veterinary Inspection.
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Youth Market Lambs
1. Certificate of Veterinary Inspection not required.

SWINE

Texas Origin Swine
1. Certificate of Veterinary Inspection current, within 30 (thirty) days listing identification and including a statement that they have not
been fed garbage, have not been exposed to hog cholera or pseudorabies, and have not been vaccinated for pseudorabies.

3. Leptospirosis vaccination is required on breeding swine, 6 months of age and older, within 30 (thirty) days with Leptospirosis
vaccine containing the following strains: Canicola, Hardjo, Icterohaemorrhagiae, Grippotyphosa, and Pomona.

Out-of-State Origin Swine
1. Must meet the same requirements as Texas Origin Swine.

Youth Market Barrows
1. Certificate of Veterinary Inspection is not required.

EXOTIC LIVESTOCK AND RATITES

Exotic livestock are defined as grass-eating or plant-eating, single-hooved or cloven-hooved mammals that are not indigenous to this
state and are known as ungulates, including animals from the swine, horse, tapir, camel, llama, rhinoceros, elephant, deer and antelope
families.

Camelidae are defined as members of the family of animals which include camel, llamas and vicunas. The domestic members of the
genus lama include the llama, alpaca and guanaco.

Ratites are defined as exotic fowl with a flat breastbone and small or nonexistent wings, such as ostriches, emu, rheas and kiwi.

Exotic bovidae are defined as non-indigenous members of the family of animals which includes water buffalo, gnu (wildebeast) addax,
antelope and nilgai (among others).

Exotic cervidae are defined as non-indigenous members of the family of animals which includes deer, elk, moose, caribou, reindeer and
the subfamily musk deer.

Texas Origin Camelidae

1. Health Certificate: See Texas Animal Health Commission Rules.

2. HLSR requires that all alpacas and llamas attending the show must have a Veterinary Health Certificate issued within 30 days of
the last day of the show.

3. HLSR requires that all alpacas attending the alpaca show must provide evidence of a negative test for BVDV by either a PCR or VI
test, this is a once in a lifetime test. The negative test results shall be indicated on the Health Certificate.

Texas Origin Ratites

1. Certificate of Veterinary Inspection current, within 30 (thirty) days.

2. Individually identified with an implanted electronic device (microchip). The identification will be shown on the Certificate of
Veterinary Inspection along with the location and name brand of the implanted electronic device. Owner must supply appropriate
reader. If an animal has more than one implanted microchip, then the location, microchip number and name brand of each will be
documented on the Certificate of Veterinary Inspection.

3. Tested and found to be serologically negative for Avian Influenza and Salmonella pullorum-typhoid from a sample collected within
30 days of entry. Birds or hatching eggs must originate from flocks that show no evidence of infectious disease and have no history
of Avian Influenza in the past 6 months.

Texas Origin Exotic Bovidae

1. Certificate of Veterinary Inspection current, within 30 (thirty) days.
2. Negative brucellosis test within the past 30 (thirty) days.

3. Negative tuberculosis test within the past 60 (sixty) days.

Texas Origin Exotic Cervidae

1. Certificate of Veterinary Inspection current, within 30 (thirty) days.
2. Negative brucellosis test within the past 30 (thirty) days.

3. Two negative tuberculosis tests conducted no less than 90 days apart; the second test must be conducted within 90 days prior to
the date of movement; and the animals must be isolated from all other members of the herd during the testing period, or;

Originate from an accredited free herd, or;

Texas Origin Exotic Swine

1. Certificate of Veterinary Inspection current, within 30 (thirty) days.

2. Negative brucellosis test within the past 30 (thirty) days or originate from a validated free herd.

3. Negative pseudorabies test within the past 30 (thirty) days or originate from a qualified free herd.
Pot bellied pigs are now considered domestic swine.

Out-of-State Origin Exotic Livestock and Ratites

1. Must meet the same requirements as Texas Origin Exotic Livestock and Ratites.

2. Prior entry permit issued by TAHC within 15 (fifteen) days. The permit for entry is not required when livestock and ratites enter_for
exhibition and return to the state of origin.
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Good Herdsman Awards

Prizes will be awarded in the junior livestock departments to the Herdsman, Shepherds, Caretakers, or Exhibitors in charge
of livestock exhibits on an exhibit basis. A committee will make inspections to determine the winners. The following points
will be considered:

1. Orderliness and cleanliness of quarters, stalls, and animals.
2. Promptness in having stalls or pens cleaned by 7 a.m. each day. The name of the exhibit must be clearly posted as
soon as the animals are stalled to be eligible.
3. Systematic and neat arrangement of traps, feed and forage, and keeping same out of the aisles.
4. Exhibitors are not allowed to water rubber matting in aisles.
5. Personal appearance of herdsmen and helpers.
6. Observance of all rules and regulations.
7. Must show at | east one (1) ani mal in the arena. ADi spl ay
8. Cooperation with Show officials in promoting the Houston Livestock Show and Rodeo in general.

9. Number of animals and caretakers per exhibit. Minimum of three (3) animals per exhibit to be eligible (excluding
single Junior Dairy exhibitor).
10. Cooperating with other exhibitors and exhibiting an attitude of good sportsmanship in general.

These departments will be judged separately, and the exhibits in each department that are declared winners will receive the
following cash awards. No awards for ties will be given.

Special Rules for All Open Breeding Beef, Specialty, and Youth Cattle Shows

1. Entries and awards in this department are subject to the General Rules and Regulations of the Houston Livestock Show and Rodeo
and to the Special Rules of respective breeds as published in this book.

2. Animals must be properly tattooed, and tattoos must match the original registration papers. Any animal which does not have a
legible tattoo corresponding to its registration certificate at check-in is ineligible to show. Once disqualified, animals cannot be re-
tattooed and re-checked at the Show. Exhibitors must have the original registration certificate on each animal available for
inspection by the Show Superintendent.

3. Cattle must be entered for one of the following approved purposes: (1) breed classification show, (2) display only,
(3) commercial exhibit or (4) sale purposes only.

4. Exhibitors who have non-approved cattle in the building will be asked to remove such cattle from the premises and will forfeit all
prizes.

5. Open Show Breeding and Specialty Cattle exhibitors also will be allowed to enter a maximum of two head of cattle for display
purposes only. These cattle may be of a different breed or percentage blooded animals, or of the same breed the
exhibitor is entering for competition purposes (i.e., herd bulls, half blood animals in promotion of new breeds,
example of cross breeding within a breeders program).

6. Display only cattle must be enteredint he Show at the same time as the exhibitords
staledwi t h t he exhibitor ds onatpdpérentry forrkar bnrliye amdunsst include thenanichal pedigree which
will indicate the breed and age of the animal. Entry fee must be included with the Open Show cattle entry fees, and this entry fee
will be $100 per animal.

8. This classification is being established to help the purebred cattle breeders better market their animals; however, it must be noted
that AFor Saledo signs wildl not be allowed on exhibit stalls.

9. Official photographs of champions of each breed will be made at the end of each sex division. Exhibitors will
cooperate with superintendents and photographers.

10. All bulls, regardless of age, must be shown with a nose ring lead. Nose rings may be permanent or snap type
unless breed association rules state otherwise.

Special Rules for Open Angus Show

1. The American Angus Association, 3201 Frederick Ave., St. Joseph, MO 64506, (816)383-5100, will participate in premiums based
on number of head shown (2011 Show, >50hd, $350 Premium) at the Houston Livestock Show and Rodeo wheretheas soci at i o
standard classifications are used. Total premium is paid directly from the Houston Livestock Show and Rodeo.

2. Exhibitors must have the original registration certificate issued by the American Angus Association available for inspection
at the show for each animal or another current proof of ownership issued by the American Angus Association pedigree
look up. Any animal, upon check-in, which does not have a legible permanent identification mark (ear tattoo marks, freeze-
branded marks or hot-branded marks) corresponding to the permanent identification mark on the registration certificate, is
ineligible to show. Once disqualified due to an incorrect or illegible permanent identification mark, animals cannot be re-
identified (tattooed/branded) and rechecked at the show.

3. Any female shown with a calf at side: the calf must be the cow's most recent natural calf, and the calf must be registered
by show day and have the original registration certificate at check in.

4. Only one person at a time shall lead an animal into the show ring.

5. Exhibitors who participate in shows that accept premium monies contributed by the American Angus Association are
subject to the Association Rules as found in the Breeders Reference Guide of the Association. These rules are found in
Part 2; Association Rules. The rules relating directly with the exhibition of Angus cattle are Part 2: Association Rules; Rule
800 Series; including Rule 800 - 810. These rules can be found at www.angus.org.

6. Altering the conformation and/or appearance of an animal for exhibition is prohibited. This includes the covering of white skin, false
tail heads (or use of any false hair), with the exception of false tail switches. The use of graphite, powders, hemp or other
similar substances used externally are also prohibited. Other prohibited products include those used internally such as steroids,
illegal or unlicensed pharmaceuticals or artificial filling. Any animal found to be in violation will be barred from showing.

7. At any show for which the American Angus Association appropriates funds toward the payment of premiums, no exhibitors,

individuals assisting exhibitors or member owners at such show shall be allowed to use any coloring agents, on any animal

exhibited. The Association may adopt and implement various tests designed to monitor this prohibition, including but not

limited to a fiwhite towel o or fiwhite gloved test. désignateelr o s o |
line up areas.

8. All animals exhibited are subject to DNA marker or blood type test to verify accuracy of parentage as covered under the
Association Rules and for other testing as required by the individual show.

9. Authorized representatives of the Association have the authority to enforce the rules set forth herein as well as in the
Association Rules, including the barring of a registered animal from a livestock show at which it is to be shown, if there are
reasonable grounds to believe a violation has occurred.

Send the following items to the United Braford Breeders, 422 East Main, No. 218,
Nacogdoches, TX 75961, postmarked by Jan. 16, 2012: an entry fee of $20 per animal and a copy of each completed Houston
Livestock Show and Rodeo entry application. If these items are not submitted to the UBB by the Jan. 16, 2012, postmark
deadline, exhibitors will owe an additional $10 late fee making a $30 per entry total due to the UBB. All group class entries
must be included on the Open Show Entry Application. They must be pre-entered with Houston entry fees paid. No group
class entry fees are owed to the UBB. Late entries must pay the UBB fee prior to the time of weighing and measuring entries.
If entry is submitted online, send summary page and fee payments to UBB.

2. The UBB pays $1600 of the premium money for this show. Total premium is paid directly from the Houston Livestock Show
and Rodeo.

3. Animals must be registered by the United Braford Breeders to compete in this association-sponsored show. Owners must be
members of United Braford Breeders in good standing. Cattle must be classified as Braford to be eligible to show. No F-1,
multiple generation half-blood, 3/4 Hereford, 3/4 Brahman, Single Bar or other percentage cattle will be accepted.

4. The National Braford Show is the first of four UBB sanctioned open Braford point shows that constitute the Braford Show
Animals of the Year recognition program.

5. An animal found to have evidence of incisions, surgical or otherwise, in the following areas: testicles, sheath, navel, or dewlap
will be disqualified from showing.

6. Animals unethically fitted to alter the conformation or appearance of the animal will be disqualified. Cattle displaying tail ties
and hairnets used on the tail will be allowed.

7. Calves shown at the side of Braford cows must be registered purebred Brafords.

b. Each exhibitor shall submit his registered Braford cattle to such tests and examinations as requested and/or required by the
association, its authorized representatives, or the authorized representatives of the relevant show. These tests and
examinations shall include but are not limited to any weighing, measuring, or ultrasound evaluation of the animals as required
by the UBB6s Show Committee
c. For and in consideration of the opportunity to participate in any Braford function, exhibitor hereby releases the Association,
its officers, directors, and representatives from negligence, any and all claims, suits and judgments past, present or future,
arising from or connected with the administration or use of such test or examination and the resulting decisions therefrom.

d. Dental inspection: All entries may be classified for judging on an age basis and should be entered in class according to age.
Teeth may be inspected by a veterinarian designated by the UBB in order to determine whether dental development is within
allowable limits for the class so entered. If the veterinarian determines that in his opinion dental development exceeds
maximum allowable limits, the animal shall be moved to an older class as determined by the veterinarian and shall remain in
that class until determined otherwise by subsequent mouthing or favorable appeal to the Show Committee. If it is not possible
to move an animal, the animal may not be exhibited in such Show.
e. Any exhibitor desiring to dispute or challenge the results of any such test, exam or show rule enforcement, as applied to his
animal, shall do so in accordance with procedures established by the rules of the association.

Special Rules for International Brahman Show

1. The American Brahman Breeders Association (ABBA), 3003 South Loop West, Suite 520, Houston, TX 77054,
(713) 349-0854, is offering shows for Red Brahman and Grey Brahman cattle. All classes and premium support will be the same
for both shows. Both shows will be held on the same date, at the same time and judged by the same judge.

2. Animals must be registered in the American Brahman Breeders Association to be eligible to compete in association-sponsored
shows. The registration number and animal identification number (number branded on animal) of (1) each animal must be entered
in an individual class, (2) the sire of each get-of-sire entry and (3) the dam of each produce-of-dam entry must be listed on the entry
card of each animal.

3. The following procedure will be used to determine entry into the Red Brahman or Grey Brahman division:

a. Grey cattle and solid black cattle will show Grey.

b. Red, black and white speckled, or red and white speckled cattle will show Red.

c. Cattle with questionable colored pigmentation may be entered in the color division the breeder selects; however, said cattle are
subject to inspection by a three-member ABBA committee. If the Color Committee disagrees with the breeder, the pedigree
and color of said animal will then be used to aid in the final determination. In those cases where questionable colored cattle
possess both Red and Grey breeding, the committee will make the final determination. The decision of the committee is final.

d. At split shows where the Color Committee is not present, a staff member with two ABBA directors will clarify questionable
colored cattle for that particular Show. The final classification will be done by the Color Committee.

e. Once animals have been classified, they will remain in that classification unless they were young at the time of classification
and it is apparent that they have changed color.

f.  Inthe group classes, breeders will not be allowed to show cattle of mixed color. They will be entered as to the color division
they are assigned by the color committee for the show (Effective July 1, 2006).

4. The champions of these two Shows (Red Brahman and Grey Brahman) will not compete against one another for Grand Champion
Brahman.

5. Inlieu of premiums, trophies will be provided for all classes and ribbons for places 1-10.

6. The cattle will be judged in the following order:
a. The Brahman Show will begin with the Group classes. Group classes will be judged with Red Produce-of-Dam followed by
Red Get-of-Sire and Grey Produce-of-Dam followed by Grey Get-of-Sire.
b. Then the Red Female classes will enter the ring. Calf classes will be judged through Calf Champion and Reserve Calf
Champion.
c. Then the Grey classes will enter the ring and judge through Calf Champion and Reserve Calf Champion.
d. This procedure will be alternated between Red and Grey Shows until all age champions have been selected.

e. After this, Calf Champion, Junior Champion, and Senior Champion Females of the Red and Grey Shows will be brought back
to the ring at the same time. The judge will then select the Champion Red Female and Champion Grey Female and announce
the winners at the same time. The same will occur for Reserve Champion Females.

f.  The above procedure will be followed in the bull judging, beginning with the Red classes and alternating between Red and
Grey Shows.

The judge will use the ABBA Standard of Excellence to judge both the Red and Grey Brahman Shows. All other Special Rules
listed will apply to both Shows.

Entries that have not complied with the rules stated above will not be eligible to show, receive premium monies, or earn points in
the Associationb6s Register of Renown.

Entries will be listed numerically according to age (oldest first) in catalogs and judging schedules. Include animal
identification number (number brand) as a part of identification. When entering the arena for judging, the handlers will line up cattle
numerically in the same order.

Judges will be allowed to comment on placings in selected classes when conditions permit.

Each animal will be presented in the showring in its natural confirmation and structure without alteration or modification. Alteration
or modification shall be defined to include any surgical or circulatory constriction including banding or other appearance change,
save only branding, tattooing, foot trimming, or dehorning. Injections of foreign substances internally for cosmetic purposes,
steroids, growth hormones, or stimulants shall be prohibited. If to the satisfaction of the ABBA staff, officers, executive committee or
board of directors and animal that has had its natural conformation or structure altered or been administered steroids, growth
hormones or stimulants; then the said animal shall be ruled ineligible to compete until such time the Show Committee and
owner/owners have reviewed the case. Any violators, both owner & fitter will be ineligible to exhibit cattle at ABBA Approved Shows
for 5 years.

In cases where families, companies, corporations, etc. are operated as a unit under the same management, but have cattle also
registered in the names of individual partners, said cattle, even though bearing a different ownership brand, are eligible to be shown
in competition under the firm name provided they have not and will not be shown in the name of the individuals.

For females being shown in the three oldest classes (females calved Jan. 1, 2009 - Dec. 31, 2009), exhibitor must have a certificate
of pregnancy issued by a licensed veterinarian that will be presented to show officials at time of check-in or registration paper
check. The show reserves the right to perform pregnancy determination by palpation for females in the above classes at any given
ABBA approved show if an official protest has been filed. Females exhibited in the last class at the spring shows MUST have a calf
at side.

Cows that are exhibited with calves at side must be in a lactating stage. Calves must be shown and exhibited with their dams, and
said calves must not exceed 240 days of age on day of judging. The judge will be made aware by the ring steward for those cows
whose calves are ineligible to show by this rule.

All bulls will be shown with a nose ring or nose restraint with lead attached.

For bulls being shown in the oldest class, the exhibitor must have a certificate issued by a licensed veterinarian stating that the bull
has produced viable semen. This certificate must be available for inspection by the judge on request.

No exhibitor shall be permitted to show more than one Produce or Embryo Produce-of-Dam entry per dam.
Close family relations (mother-daughter, brother-sister, or father-s on ) wi | | not be allowed to judge

No judge may enter the judging arena unless showing that they are employed to judge the specific show or involved in the
management of said show.

The owner of record of any registered animal entered in an ABBA approved show and/or his agent, exhibitor, fitter, handler and/or
representative releases ABBA and its representatives from any and all liability of any kind sustained before, during or after handling
cattle for any ABBA board approved activity.

. Animals to be eligible to be shown in group classes must be entered and shown in individual class.

. All cattle in the Calf & Intermediate Divisions must be weighed and measured at the designated time and meet the ABBA weight
standards to be eligible to show.

In an effort to comply with the demands of the American beef industry and to improve the uniformity of the show ring the ABBA

Special Rules for International Brahman Show

Show Committee recently met and passed that all animals in the Calf & Intermediate Division will be weighed and measured. Any
animals who do not meet the following standards will be sifted and will be ineligible to show at any future ABBA Approved Shows
until they reach the Junior Division.

a. Any animal that exceeds the weight & measurement requirements at the International Brahman Show, National
Brahman Show or any other designated show where weights and measurements are taken will be ineligible to show
at any future ABBA Approved Shows until they reach the Junior Division. Any animal that exceeds the parameters
and is shown at an ABBA Approved Show before reaching the Junior Division will be ineligible to show their remaining
career. Both the exhibitor and owner of the previously disqualified animal that is shown before reaching the Junior
Division will be ineligible to show animals for 13 months following the infraction.

b. All animals who have previously met the weight and measurement requirements are eligible for their remaining
show career. All previously qualified animals must be weighed and measured at any designated show where
weights and measurements are taken for the collection of data only. Once animals have met the weight and
measurement parameters they must have their original registration certificate or original ABBA Copy denoted as such
by ABBA.

Special Rules for the International Brangus Show

. The International Brangus Breeders Association, P.O. Box 696020, San Antonio, TX 78269, Ph. 210/696-8231, pays 50 percent
of the premiums for this show. Total premium is paid directly from the Houston Livestock Show and Rodeo.

. Animals must be registered in the International Brangus Breeders Association (IBBA) to be eligible to compete in an IBBA-
sponsored show. Animals recorded in the IBBA appendix registry are disqualified. The registration certificate (or photocopy) for
each entry must be available for presentation to the Superintendent or show manager at the time entries are verified prior to judging.

. The IBBA, and its representatives, have the authority to require such tests as they deem necessary to verify the accuracy of the
classification and pedigree of exhibited Brangus animals. Said authority shall extend to, and cover the enforcement of, all show
rules as adopted by the IBBA.

. The registration number, permanent animal identification number (brand or tattoo), birth date, and sire of each animal entered in
an individual class must be listed on the entry form.

. All calves exhibited at the side of a Brangus female must be registered with the IBBA and meet all rules required for show
eligibility and inspections of exhibits.

. Animals eligible to be shown in group classes must be entered and shown in respective individual classes. Cows exhibited in the
cow/calf classes are not eligible for the group classes.

Prior to check-in, heads of breeding animals must be clipped of all hair (including topknots) and be free of scurs and/or slick spots.

Any animal found to have scurs and/or slick spots, or evidence of incisions, surgical or otherwise, in the following areas: head,
testicles, sheath, navel, or dewlap, will be disqualified from showing. Animals with illegal white (white in front of the naval) or any
indication of brindling (a color pattern characterized by red streaks mingled with black) are ineligible for show. Any animal upon
check in which does not have a legible tattoo or brand corresponding to its registration certificate is ineligible to show. Once
disqualified due to incorrect or illegible tattoo/brand, animals cannot be re-tattooed and rechecked at show. The brand/tattoo can be
corrected and rechecked at the next available show.

. All females 20 months of age or older exhibited at IBBA sanctioned shows, must have available at the time of check-in, a certificate
of pregnancy issued by an accredited, non-owner veterinarian, or blood test results certificate. If the female is open due to being in
an embryo transfer program, this fact must be certified in a written statement by a non-owner embryologist. If verification cannot be
produced, the female may be allowed to participate if the exhibitor can produce a qualified veterinarian to examine the female at the
show site and verify pregnancy.
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Special Rules for the International Brangus Show

Any Brangus ani mal recorded in the | BBA regi st r yenerdtientpedigraesis a

ineligible for participation in Brangus shows and exhibitions. If the dispute is resolved, the listing will be removed from the pedigree
and show eligibility will be restored.

In IBBA sanctioned shows, no animal may be shown that has been artificially filled with any amount of liquid at any time once the
animal enters the grounds of a show. The fitter or ranch entity involved with an animal being artificially filled will be banned from the
show ring for one year and the animal will be disqualified from exhibition at that particular show. The official show veterinarian may
administer liquids orally, if so needed without disqualifying animal(s) from exhibition.

No animal may be shown that has had any foreign objects glued to or otherwise attached in a manner so as to alter its
conformation or change its appearance. Animals unethically fitted to alter the conformation or appearance of the animal will be
disqualified. Tail ties and hairnets used on the tail and switch are the only exceptions.

Paint or coloring agents of any kind are not to be used on any animal exhibited at IBBA sponsored shows. The use of aerosol
products of any kind will not be permitted in the line-up area for the show. Animals will be toweled in the line-up area prior to entering
the show ring. Animals found in violation of these policies will be disqualified from showing.

All Brangus bulls 15 months of age or older that are exhibited at IBBA sponsored shows must have passed a fertility
examination given by a licensed veterinarian to be eligible to show. The results of the examination must be available at check-in.
Once a bull has a positive examination on file with IBBA, retesting is not required.

Entries that have not complied with all of the above rules will not be eligible to show, to receive premium monies, or earn points
in the I BBA6s Show Sire of the Year, Show Bull of the Year,

All IBBA and 1IJBBA member will abide by the show rules as adopted. In addition, any show, fair, event, or display in which Brangus
cattle participate should follow these rules as adopted by IBBA. All Brangus entries are subject to the provision of a rule of the IBBA
entitled fAlnspection of Exhibitso.

INSPECTION OF EXHIBITS

. The IBBA and its representative have the authority to require such tests as they deem necessary to verify the accuracy of the

classification and pedigree of exhibited Brangus animals. Said authority shall extend to and cover the enforcement of all show rules
as adopted by IBBA.

Each exhibitor shall submit his or her registered Brangus cattle to such tests and examinations as requested and/or required by the
IBBA, its authorized representatives, or those of the relevant show.

For and in consideration of the opportunity to participate in any Brangus function each exhibitor hereby releases the Association, its
officers, directors and representatives from negligence, any and all claims, suits, and judgments past, present, or future, arising from
or connected with the administration or use of such test or examination and the resulting decision there from.

Dental Inspection: All entries may be classified for judging on an age basis and should be entered in class according to age. Teeth
may be inspected by a veterinarian designated by the IBBA in order to determine whether dental development is within allowable
limits for the class so entered. If the veterinarian determines that in his opinion dental development exceeds maximum allowable
limits, the animal shall be moved to an older class as determined by the veterinarian and shall remain in that class until determined
otherwise by subsequent mouthing or favorable appeal to the Executive Committee. If it is not

possible to move an animal, the animal may not be exhibited in such show.

Any exhibitor desiring to dispute or challenge the results of any such test, exam, or show rule enforcement, as applied to his
animals, shall do so in accordance with procedures established by the rules of the IBBA.

Appeal: An appeal from the decision of the veterinarian or designated association representatives designated by the IBBA under
sections 1 and 4 of the Inspection of Exhibits may be made to the Executive Committee of the IBBA if the following requirements are
satisfied: 1) the appeal is in writing and is signed by the appealing party; and 2) the appealing party files the written appeal with the
IBBA. Executive Committee as soon as possible after t h escisiore is
rendered and in any event within six (6) hours of the tsiomwas
made. If an appeal satisfying the foregoing requirements is filed with the IBBA Executive Committee, the Executive Committee shall
hold a hearing at which the appealing party and the veterinarian or designated association representatives whose decision is being
appealed shall present statements and other evidence that are relevant to the matter, following which the Executive Committee shall
render a decision which shall be final and conclusive.
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Special Rules for the International Brangus Show

IBBA BLOOD/DNA TYPING FOR PARENTAGE VERIFICATION

Each Brangus animal for which an entry application or registration is received may be subjected to a DNA/blood typing test in order
to verify both accuracy of parentage and DNA/blood type, according to Rules 1 and 2 of the International Brangus Breeders
Association (IBBA) Inspection of Exhibits. At selected shows and fairs, blood samples will be taken from all division champions and
reserve division champions for the purpose of verifying parentage and DNA/blood type. Staff or representative of IBBA will
supervise the collection of blood samples which can be taken at shows, fairs and events where IBBA contributes premium money or
where IBBA staff personnel participate. Cost of the DNA/blood typing procedure will be paid for by IBBA. If a recorded parent is
excluded (as a parent) as a result of DNA/blood typing, the owner of the animal may request, at his or her own expense, further
determination of the actual parent. Failure to determine the sire and dam will result in the animal being listed in the IBBA Registry as
a fiPar ent age theangnplwill lee inéligilFlerfat future shows and exhibitions.

SHOW RULES VIOLATION POLICY

A show rules violation to be a valid complaint must be accompanied by a written statement describing the violation, the

perpetrator of the violation, and signed by an active member of the IBBA. This written complaint will be presented to an Ethics
Committee consisting of the Chairman, Vice-Chairman, Executive Committee Liaison, and an appointed member. All four

people will be current members of the show committee. A minimum of two of these members must be present at the Show

where the rule violation occurs. The Chairman shall appoint other members of the Show Committee to ensure a minimum of two
on this committee at each IBBA approved show.

The Committee shall rule on the validity of the rule violation. The committee shall visit with the perpetrator, present the written
complaint, and make a ruling on the complaint if valid.

The perpetrator is entitled to appeal any decision made by the Ethics Show Committee to the Executive Committee of the IBBA
but the Executive Committee has the right to disqualify the perpetrator from the IBBA approved show after hearing an appeal. The

Special Rules for Open American Red Brangus National Show

1. Animals must be registered in the herd book of the American Red Brangus Association (ARBA) and have a legible brand that
corresponds with the registration papers. The registration certificate must be available for presentation to the show superintendent
or AJRBA/ARBA Sifting Committee. Owners must be a member in good standing of the AJRBA or ARBA. Animals must be
entered and exhibited under the recorded ownership at the ti me

2. Animals must be polled. Heads of all animals must be clipped at time ofcheck-i n ¢l ose to the skin (1/ 40
Surgical removal of scurs is a disqualification.

3. Any animal found to have scurs or evidence of incision, surgical, or otherwise in following areas head, navel, testicles, sheath, or
dewlap will be disqualified.

4. No animal will be shown that has foreign objects glued to or otherwise attached in any manner so as to alter it confirmation or
appearance. The dying or artificial changing of the overall natural hair color of an animal is prohibited. Animals may not be
brindled, black, or have excessive white or white in front of the navel. Animals must be solid red with pink nose.

5. Bulls 18 months or over must have a valid, satisfactory semen test with 120 days of show date. Females 24 months or over must
have a certificate of pregnancy issued by a licensed veterinarian available for inspection or have a calf at side and be lactating with
the exception of those in an embryo donor program which may be open within 90 days of show date, after 90 days they must be
bred. A Veterinariandés certificate of embryo work mustthdée pr
ARBA, be the natural calf of cow, and the cow must be lactating.

6. All Bulls must be shown with a nose lead with the exception of bull calves shown at the side of cow.

7. The ARBA/AJRBA has the right to verify age and parentage. The exhibitor agrees to submit any animal entered by him/her to
inspection by veterinarian appointed by the junior committee and agrees to have such animal submitted to such test as maybe
requested at any time. AJRBA also reserves the right to have ultrasound, DNA, blood, and/or urine laboratory analysis made on
any animal entered for competition. The exhibitor, including his or her parent/guardian must be present for testing and must
witness, seal and sign the sample; thus verifying the sample to be properly collected and prepared for analysis. The conclusions
reached by the veterinarians and analyses shall be final and conclusive without recourse against the ARBA/AJRBA or any officer,
director, or employee thereof or any veterinarian as appointed by the junior Committee. The exhibitor waives any right of action
which he/she might have for any action taken under this rule and releases the ARBA and the veterinarian from any and all claims or
demands whatsoever in connection with the inspection or testing of any such animal or any ruling or action taken by reason of the
conclusion of such veterinarian. In the event the any animal is declared by the veterinarian or testing agency to be unethically fitted
or unethically registered, such exhibitor will be disqualified from the show and will remain ineligible to show an any and all ARBA
affiliated shows for a period of 1 year from the date of infraction.

8. All members of the ARBA/AJRBA will abide by these rules as adopted. In addition, any fair, show, event or display in which Red
Brangus cattle participate should comply with rules as adopted.

9. Interference: If any exhibitor, in any way, whether in person or by agent, or servant, interferes with the judges during their
adjudication, or shows any disrespect to them, or the show, the ARBA Junior/Open Show Committee may demand a proper
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apology from exhibitor, may exclude them from competition, bar him from the show grounds, and may withhold any prizes that may

have been awarded.

10. Unethically Fitted Livestock: The showing of unethically fitted livestock is defined as, the showing of livestock that is ineligible age
for exhibition in the class entered, or the misrepresentation of breeding status or of milking status is prohibited. Unethical fitting will

be deemed to

the counter drugs and/or extra-label, or mechanical devices to alter the physical makeup and/or performance of the animal. This

includes the following:
